SEAFOOD SUPREME

Y2 |b. Lobster Pollock
Y2 Ib cooked Shrimp
2 Ib. Crab Pollock
6-%2 0z tin canned chicken
Y2 cup butter or margarine
Y2 cup flour
Ya tsp. Dry mustard
Y2 tsp. Salt
2 cups milk
1 cup Sour Cream
Y2 cup apple juice
2 Thsp. butter or margarine for topping
1 cup bread crumbs
Y2 cup grated cheese

Put lobster, shrimp, crab and chicken in large bowl.
Break into bite-sized pieces.

In saucepan melt butter. Stir in flour, mustard and salt.
Add milk. Cook, stirring until mixture boils.

Add sour cream and apple juice. Pour over contents in
bowl. Stir lightly to combine. Pour into 2 % quart
casserole.

Melt butter in saucepan. Remove from heat. Stir in
crumbs to coat. Add cheese. Stir lightly. Spread over
top of casserole. Bake at 350 degrees oven for 20-30
minutes until hot and bubbly. Serves 12.
